© Therefore | remind you to stir up the gift of God which is in you through the laying on of my hands. 7 For
God has not given us a spirit of fear, but of power and of love and of a sound mind. ® Therefore do not be
ashamed of the testimony of our Lord, nor of me His prisoner, but share with me in the sufferings for the
gospel according to the power of God, ° who has saved us and called us with a holy calling, not according to
our works, but according to His own purpose and grace which was given to us in Christ Jesus before time
began, '° but has now been revealed by the appearing of our Saviour Jesus Christ, who has abolished death
and brought life and immortality to light through the gospel, ' to which | was appointed a preacher, an
apostle, and a teacher of the Gentiles. '? For this reason | also suffer these things; nevertheless | am not
ashamed, for | know whom | have believed and am persuaded that He is able to keep what | have committed
to Him until that Day.

1. Confidence in Christ who saved you
Hebrews 10:19-22
19 Therefore, brethren, having boldness to enter the Holiest by the blood of Jesus, ?° by a new and living way
which He consecrated for us, through the veil, that is, His flesh, 2! and having a High Priest over the house
of God, # let us draw near with a true heart in full assurance of faith, having our hearts sprinkled from an
evil conscience and our bodies washed with pure water.

2. Confidence in Christ who called you
Romans 8:28
And we know that all things work together for good to those who love God, to those who are the called
according to His purpose.

3. Confidence in your natural gifts/abilities

Romans 12:3-8

3 For | say, through the grace given to me, to everyone who is among you, not to think of himself more highly
than he ought to think, but to think soberly, as God has dealt to each one a measure of faith. * For as we
have many members in one body, but all the members do not have the same function, ® so we, being many,
are one body in Christ, and individually members of one another. ¢ Having then gifts differing according to
the grace that is given to us, let us use them: if prophecy, let us prophesy in proportion to our faith; ’ or
ministry, let us use it in our ministering; he who teaches, in teaching; ® he who exhorts, in exhortation; he
who gives, with liberality; he who leads, with diligence; he who shows mercy, with cheerfulness.

4. Confidence in your supernatural gifts/abilities
1 Corinthians 12:7-11
” But the manifestation of the Spirit is given to each one for the profit of all: & for to one is given the word of
wisdom through the Spirit, to another the word of knowledge through the same Spirit, ° to another faith by
the same Spirit, to another gifts of healings by the same Spirit, ° to another the working of miracles, to
another prophecy, to another discerning of spirits, to another different kinds of tongues, to another the
interpretation of tongues. !' But one and the same Spirit works all these things, distributing to each one
individually as He wills.



5. Confidence in your specific calling
Ephesians 3:8, 12
& To me, who am less than the least of all the saints, this grace was given, that | should preach among the
Gentiles the unsearchable riches of Christ, '? in whom we have boldness and access with confidence through
faith in Him.

6. Confidence in the ultimate calling
Matthew 28:18-20
8 And Jesus came and spoke to them, saying, "All authority has been given to Me in heaven and on earth.
19 Go therefore and make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father and of the
Son and of the Holy Spirit, ?° teaching them to observe all things that | have commanded you; and lo, | am
with you always, even to the end of the age." Amen.

1 John 3:18-22

8 My little children, let us not love in word or in tongue, but in deed and in truth. ** And by this we know
that we are of the truth, and shall assure our hearts before Him. 2° For if our heart condemns us, God is
greater than our heart, and knows all things. %! Beloved, if our heart does not condemn us, we have
confidence toward God. 22 And whatever we ask we receive from Him, because we keep His commandments
and do those things that are pleasing in His sight.
