1. All flesh is temporary, but God’s word is 

eternal (v6-8).

2. God wants to gather His people (v9-11).

3. The nations are as a drop in a bucket, 

but God is all knowing, all powerful and 

all present (v12-27).

4. Man without God is dead, but God 

knows and has made a way (v28-31).
