genesis 3:1-6

disobedience brought a curse
12 Therefore, just as through one man sin

entered the world, and death through sin, and

thus death spread to all men, because all

sinned—

romans 5:12

one Man was obedient
18 Therefore, as through one man's offense

judgment came to all men, resulting in

condemnation, even so through one Man's

righteous act the free gift came to all men,

resulting in justification of life. 19 For as by one

man's disobedience many were made sinners, so

also by one Man's obedience many will be made

righteous. romans 5:18-19

1. Flairs of anger, harsh language, unloving.

2. Being ungenerous with money, no risks.

3. Worry, rash statements and judgments.

4. Stubbornness, not admitting when wrong.

5. Jealousy, lying, lack of integrity.

6. Manipulating people, abusing power.

7. Comparing with others, being a coward.

8. Enjoy confronting others too much.

only by His grace
20 Moreover the law entered that the offense

might abound.
