3 | came to you In
weakness—timid and trembling. 4 And my
message and my preaching were very plain.
Rather than using clever and persuasive
speeches, | relied only on the power of the
Holy Spirit. 5 | did this so you would trust not
In human wisdom but in the power of God.



2 Timothy 3:1-5

But understand this, that in the last days
there will come times of difficulty. 2 For
people will be lovers of self, lovers of
money, proud, arrogant, abusive,
disobedient to their parents, ungrateful,
unholy, 3 heartless, unappeasable,
slanderous, without self-control, brutal, not
loving good, 4 treacherous, reckless,
swollen with conceilt, lovers of pleasure
rather than lovers of God, 5 having the
appearance of godliness, but denying its
power.

16 The Holy
Spirit had not yet come upon any of them, for
they had only been baptized in the name of the
Lord Jesus. 17 Then Peter and John laid their
hands upon these believers, and they received
the Holy Spirit.

Jesus answered and said to him, “Most
assuredly, | say to you, unless one is born
again, he cannot see the kingdom of God.”....
5 ... unless one iIs born of water and the Spirit,
he cannot enter the kingdom of God.

Acts 19:1-6

believed?”

So they said to him, “We have not so
much as heard whether there is a Holy
Spirit.”

11 If the Spirit of him who raised Jesus from the dead
dwells in you, he who raised Christ Jesus from the dead
will also give life to your mortal bodies through his Spirit
who dwells in you. 12 So then, brothers, we are debtors,
not to the flesh, to live according to the flesh. 13 For if
you live according to the flesh you will die, but if by the
Spirit you put to death the deeds of the body, you will
live. 14 For all who are led by the Spirit of God are sons
of God.
