11 And many false prophets will arise and lead 
many astray.12 And because lawlessness will be 
increased, the love of many will grow cold. 13 But the 
one who endures to the end will be saved.



many number and not size, majority
fall away stumbling block, trap/snare, be offended
betrayal hand over, leaving an opening, not standing 

in position
hate indifference (neither good nor bad, grow 

into jealousy, fits of anger)
deception lead astray 
love grow cold process of development/progress
