What is the single most important result that
Jesus desires from His journey to the cross.

Is it riches,

is it fongues,

is it prophecy,

is it financial empowerment;

OR is it restoration

The Greek word for charcoal fire is found in
only two places in the New Testament:

Here in this story where Jesus is cooking fish
for the disciple's breakfast,

and the other is when Peter stood warming
himself after the arrest of Jesus in the
courtyard.

6 And He said to them, "Cast the net on the right side of the
boat, and you will find some." So they cast, and now they were
not able to draw it in because of the multitude of fish.

7 Therefore that disciple whom Jesus loved said to Peter, "It
is the Lord!" Now when Simon Peter heard that it was the
Lord, he put on Ais outer garment (for he had removed it), and
plunged into the sea.
