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Rom 15: 18For I will not venture to speak of anything except
what Christ has accomplished through me to bring the
Gentiles to obedience – by word and deed, 19by the power of
signs and wonders, by the power of the Spirit of God – so that
from Jerusalem and all the way around to Illyricum I have
fulfilled the ministry of the gospel of Christ; 20and thus I make
it my ambition to preach the gospel, not where Christ has
already been named, lest I build on someone else's
foundation… 23But now, since I no longer have any room for
work in these regions, and since I have longed for many years
to come to you, 24I hope to see you in passing as I go to Spain…
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Paul’s strategy assumed that:
• The best and most permanent way to reach a

region was through its major cities.
• The best and most permanent way to reach

those cities was by planting churches in them.
• The best and most permanent way to plant

churches in them was to plant the Gospel in
them.

Church-planting is the best way to:
1. Reach new generations
2. Reach new residents
3. Reach new cultural groupings
4. Reach unchurched people
5. Revitalize existing churches
