3 You ask and do not receive, because you ask 

wrongly, to spend it on your passions. 4 You adulterous 

people! Do you not know that friendship with the world 

is enmity with God? Therefore whoever wishes to be a 

friend of the world makes himself an enemy of God.

Mark 10:21-22 
21 And Jesus, looking at him, loved him, and said to 

him, "You lack one thing: go, sell all that you have and 

give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven;

34 And calling the crowd to him with his disciples, he 

said to them, "If anyone would come after me, let him 

deny himself and take up his cross and follow me.  
35 For whoever would save his life will lose it, but 

whoever loses his life for my sake and the gospel's will 

save it. 36 For what does it profit a man to gain the 

whole world and forfeit his soul? 37 For what can a man 

give in return for his soul? 38 For whoever is ashamed 

of me and of my words in this adulterous and sinful 

generation, of him will the Son of Man also be 

ashamed when he comes in the glory of his Father with 

the holy angels."

Would that you were either cold or hot! 16 So, because 

you are lukewarm, and neither hot nor cold, I will spit 

you out of my mouth. 17 For you say, I am rich, I have 

prospered, and I need nothing, not realizing that you 

are wretched, pitiable, poor, blind, and naked. 18 I 

counsel you to buy from me gold refined by fire, so that 

you may be rich, and white garments so that you may 

clothe yourself and the shame of your nakedness may 

not be seen, and salve to anoint your eyes, so that you 

may see.

21 The one who conquers, I will grant him to sit with me 

on my throne, as I also conquered and sat down with 

my Father on his throne.
