2 Kings 18:1-7

Now it came to pass in the third year of Hoshea the son of Elah, king of Israel, that Hezekiah the
son of Ahaz, king of Judah, began to reign. 2He was twenty-five years old when he became king, and
he reigned twenty-nine years in Jerusalem. His mother’s name was Abi the daughter of Zechariah.
SAnd he did what was right in the sight of the LORD, according to all that his father David had done.
“He removed the high places and broke the sacred pillars, cut down the wooden image and broke in
pieces the bronze serpent that Moses had made; for until those days the children of Israel burned
incense to it, and called it Nehushtan. ®He trusted in the LORD God of Israel, so that after him was
none like him among all the kings of Judah, nor who were before him. For he held fast to the LORD;
he did not depart from following Him, but kept His commandments, which the LORD had
commanded Moses. ‘The LORD was with him; he prospered wherever he went...

Hezekiah'’s first task

2 Chronicles 29:1-11

'Hezekiah became king when he was twenty-five years old, and he reigned twenty-nine years in
Jerusalem. His mother's name was Abijah the daughter of Zechariah. 2And he did what was right in
the sight of the LORD, according to all that his father David had done. 3In the first year of his reign,
in the first month, he opened the doors of the house of the LORD and repaired them. “Then he
brought in the priests and the Levites, and gathered them in the East Square, ®and said to them:
"Hear me, Levites! Now sanctify yourselves, sanctify the house of the LORD God of your fathers, and
carry out the rubbish from the holy place. ®"For our fathers have trespassed and done evil in the eyes
of the LORD our God; they have forsaken Him, have turned their faces away from the dwelling place
of the LORD, and turned their backs on Him... 1®'Now it is in my heart to make a covenant with the
LORD God of Israel, that His fierce wrath may turn away from us. "My sons, do not be negligent
now, for the LORD has chosen you to stand before Him, to serve Him, and that you should minister
to Him and burn incense.*”

Hezekiah’s refuge

2 Kings 19:1-3

'And so it was, when King Hezekiah heard it, that he tore his clothes, covered himself with
sackcloth, and went into the house of the LORD. ?Then he sent Eliakim, who was over the household,
Shebna the scribe, and the elders of the priests, covered with sackcloth, to Isaiah the prophet, the
son of Amoz. 2And they said to him, “Thus says Hezekiah: ‘This day is a day of trouble, and rebuke,
and blasphemy; for the children have come to birth, but there is no strength to bring them forth.

Hezekiah’s refuge

2 Kings 19:14-16

14And Hezekiah received the letter from the hand of the messengers, and read it; and Hezekiah went
up to the house of the LORD, and spread it before the LORD. Then Hezekiah prayed before the
LORD, and said: “O LORD God of lIsrael, the One who dwells between the cherubim, You are God,
You alone, of all the kingdoms of the earth. You have made heaven and earth. 16Incline Your ear, O
LORD, and hear; open Your eyes, O LORD, and see; and hear the words of Sennacherib, which he
has sent to reproach the living God.

1 Samuel 30:6
5Now David was greatly distressed, for the people spoke of stoning him, because the soul of all the

people was grieved, every man for his sons and his daughters. But David strengthened himself in the
LORD his God.



Hezekiah’s liberty

Isaiah 38:1-6

In those days Hezekiah was sick and near death. And Isaiah the prophet, the son of Amoz, went to
him and said to him, “Thus says the LORD: ‘Set your house in order, for you shall die and not live.””
2Then Hezekiah turned his face toward the wall, and prayed to the LORD, 3and said, “Remember
now, O LORD, | pray, how | have walked before You in truth and with a loyal heart, and have done
what is good in Your sight.” And Hezekiah wept bitterly. *And the word of the LORD came to Isaiah,
saying, ®“Go and tell Hezekiah, ‘Thus says the LORD, the God of David your father: “I have heard
your prayer, | have seen your tears; surely | will add to your days fifteen years. ¢l will deliver you and
this city from the hand of the king of Assyria, and | will defend this city.”’
