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Isaiah 60:1-5 
1Arise, shine; For your light has come! And the glory of the LORD is risen upon you. 2For behold, the 

darkness shall cover the earth, And deep darkness the people; But the LORD will arise over you, And 

His glory will be seen upon you. 3The Gentiles shall come to your light, And kings to the brightness of 

your rising. 4"Lift up your eyes all around, and see: They all gather together, they come to you; Your 

sons shall come from afar, And your daughters shall be nursed at your side. 5Then you shall see and 

become radiant, And your heart shall swell with joy; Because the abundance of the sea shall be 

turned to you, The wealth of the Gentiles shall come to you.  
 

a: Light from God 

John 1:1- 4,9 
1In the beginning was the Word, and the Word was with God, and the Word was God. 2He was in the 

beginning with God. 3All things were made through Him, and without Him nothing was made that 

was made. 4In Him was life, and the life was the light of men.  
9That was the true Light which gives light to every man coming into the world.  

 

John 8:12 
12Then Jesus spoke to them again, saying, "I am the light of the world. He who follows Me shall not 

walk in darkness, but have the light of life." 
 

b: Light for the world 

Matthew 5:14-16 
14You are the light of the world. A city that is set on a hill cannot be hidden. 15Nor do they light a 

lamp and put it under a basket, but on a lampstand, and it gives light to all who are in the house. 
16Let your light so shine before men, that they may see your good works and glorify your Father in 

heaven. 
 

Philippians 2:14-15 
14Do all things without complaining and disputing, 15that you may become blameless and harmless, 

children of God without fault in the midst of a crooked and perverse generation, among whom you 

shine as lights in the world, 
 

1 Peter 2:9-12 
9But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people, that you 

may proclaim the praises of Him who called you out of darkness into His marvelous light; 10who once 

were not a people but are now the people of God, who had not obtained mercy but now have obtained 

mercy. 11Beloved, I beg you as sojourners and pilgrims, abstain from fleshly lusts which war against 

the soul, 12having your conduct honorable among the Gentiles, that when they speak against you as 

evildoers, they may, by your good works which they observe, glorify God in the day of visitation. 
 

c: Fading light? 

• Complaining and disputing (Phil 2:14). 

• Fleshly lusts (1 Peter 2:11). 

• Critical eyes (Luke 11:34-36). 

• Works of darkness (Romans 13:12). 

• Unequally yoked (2 Corinthians 6:14). 

• Lack of love (1 john 2:9). 
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Luke 11:34-36 
34The lamp of the body is the eye. Therefore, when your eye is good, your whole body also is full of 

light. But when your eye is bad, your body also is full of darkness. 35Therefore take heed that the 

light which is in you is not darkness. 36If then your whole body is full of light, having no part dark, 

the whole body will be full of light, as when the bright shining of a lamp gives you light."  
 

Romans 13:12 
12The night is far spent, the day is at hand. Therefore let us cast off the works of darkness, and let us 

put on the armor of light. 
 

2 Corinthians 6:14 
14Do not be unequally yoked together with unbelievers. For what fellowship has righteousness with 

lawlessness? And what communion has light with darkness? 
 

1 John 2:9,10 
9He who says he is in the light, and hates his brother, is in darkness until now. 10He who loves his 

brother abides in the light, and there is no cause for stumbling in him. 
 

d: Shining His glory 

1: Faith in Jesus Christ 

1 John 5:4 
4For whatever is born of God overcomes the world. And this is the victory that has overcome the 

world—our faith. 
 

2: Fellowship with His saints 

1 John 1:6-7 
6If we say that we have fellowship with Him, and walk in darkness, we lie and do not practice the 

truth. 7But if we walk in the light as He is in the light, we have fellowship with one another, and the 

blood of Jesus Christ His Son cleanses us from all sin.  
 

3: Witnessing about His light 

Acts 26:13,17-18 
13at midday, O king, along the road I saw a light from heaven, brighter than the sun, shining around 

me and those who journeyed with me. 17I will deliver you from the Jewish people, as well as from the 

Gentiles, to whom I now send you, 18to open their eyes, in order to turn them from darkness to light, 

and from the power of Satan to God, that they may receive forgiveness of sins and an inheritance 

among those who are sanctified by faith in Me.'
