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1: Faithful in fellowship

2: Faithful in finance

Luke 16:10-11

10"He who is faithful in what is least is faithful also in much; and he who is unjust in what is
least is unjust also in much. *"Therefore if you have not been faithful in the unrighteous
mammon, who will commit to your trust the true riches?

4: Faithful in action

James 2:17-26

Thus also faith by itself, if it does not have works, is dead. ¥But someone will say, "You
have faith, and | have works." Show me your faith without your works, and | will show you my
faith by my works. '°You believe that there is one God. You do well. Even the demons
believe — and tremble! 2°But do you want to know, O foolish man, that faith without works is
dead? 2'Was not Abraham our father justified by works when he offered Isaac his son on the
altar? 22Do you see that faith was working together with his works, and by works faith was
made perfect? 22And the Scripture was fulfilled which says, "Abraham believed God, and it
was accounted to him for righteousness." And he was called the friend of God. ?*You see
then that a man is justified by works, and not by faith only. 2°Likewise, was not Rahab the
harlot also justified by works when she received the messengers and sent them out another
way? ?For as the body without the spirit is dead, so faith without works is dead also.

2 Kings 13:14-19

14Elisha had become sick with the illness of which he would die. Then Joash the king of
Israel came down to him, and wept over his face, and said, "O my father, my father, the
chariots of Israel and their horsemen!" ®And Elisha said to him, "Take a bow and some
arrows." So he took himself a bow and some arrows. '6Then he said to the king of Israel, "Put
your hand on the bow." So he put his hand on it, and Elisha put his hands on the king’s
hands.”’And he said, "Open the east window"; and he opened it. Then Elisha said, "Shoot";
and he shot. And he said, "The arrow of the LORD’S deliverance and the arrow of deliverance



from Syria; for you must strike the Syrians at Aphek till you have destroyed them." ¥Then he
said, "Take the arrows"; so he took them. And he said to the king of Israel, "Strike the
ground"; so he struck three times, and stopped. °And the man of God was angry with him,
and said, "You should have struck five or six times; then you would have struck Syria till you
had destroyed it! But now you will strike Syria only three times.«
