• (Joh 3:5)  Jesus answered, "Truly, truly, I say to you, 
unless one is born of water and the Spirit, he cannot 
enter the kingdom of God.

• (Joh 3:6)  That which is born of the flesh is flesh, and that 
which is born of the Spirit is spirit.

• (Joh 3:7)  Do not marvel that I said to you, 'You must be 
born again.'



The Love of God

• (Mar 12:28)  And one of the scribes came up and 
heard them disputing with one another, and seeing 
that he answered them well, asked him, "Which 
commandment is the most important of all?"

• (Mar 12:29)  Jesus answered, "The most important 
is, 'Hear, O Israel: The Lord our God, the Lord is 
one.



The Love of God

• (Mar 12:30)  And you shall love the Lord your God 
with all your heart and with all your soul and with 
all your mind and with all your strength.'

• (Mar 12:31)  The second is this: 'You shall love your 
neighbour as yourself.' There is no other 
commandment greater than these."



• (2 Ki 23:25)  Before him there was no king like him, 
who turned to the LORD with all his heart and with 
all his soul and with all his might, according to all 
the Law of Moses, nor did any like him arise after 
him.

• (Rom 5:8)  but God shows his love for us in that 
while we were still sinners, Christ died for us.
