Ezekiel 37:1-2 * The hand of the Lord came upon me and brought me out in the Spirit of the Lord,
and set me down in the midst of the valley; and it was full of bones. 2 Then He caused me to pass
by them all around, and behold, there were very many in the open valley; and indeed they were very
dry.

The Word of Promise

Ezekiel 37:3-6 And He said to me, “Son of man, can these bones live?" 4 Again He said to me,
“Prophesy to these bones, and say to them, ‘O dry bones, hear the word of the Lord! ® Thus says the
Lord God to these bones: “Surely | will cause breath to enter into you, and you shall live. ® | will put
sinews on you and bring flesh upon you, cover you with skin and put breath in you; and you shall
live. Then you shall know that | am the Lord.”

Order from chaos

Ezekiel 37:7-9 7 So | prophesied as | was commanded; and as | prophesied, there was a noise,
and suddenly a rattling; and the bones came together, bone to bone. ® Indeed, as | looked, the
sinews and the flesh came upon them, and the skin covered them over; but there was no breath in
them. ° Also He said to me, “Prophesy to the breath, prophesy, son of man, and say to the breath,
‘Thus says the Lord God: “Come from the four winds, O breath, and breathe on these slain, that
they may live.”

Death to life

Ezekiel 37:10-11 °so | prophesied as He commanded me and breath came into them, and they
lived, and stood upon their feet, an exceedingly great army. ''Then He said to me, “Son of man,
these bones are the whole house of Israel. They indeed say, ‘Our bones are dry, our hope is lost, and
we ourselves are cut off!’

Open graves

Ezekiel 37:12-14 12 Therefore prophesy and say to them, ‘Thus says the Lord God: “Behold, O My
people, | will open your graves and cause you to come up from your graves, and bring you into the
land of Israel. > Then you shall know that | am the Lord, when | have opened your graves, O My
people, and brought you up from your graves. '# | will put My Spirit in you, and you shall live, and |
will place you in your own land. Then you shall know that |, the Lord, have spoken it and
performed it,” says the Lord.” ”



The Voice in the Valley of Dry Bones

John 11:28-30 2 and when she had said these things, she went her way and secretly called Mary
her sister, saying, “The Teacher has come and is calling for you.” ?° As soon as she heard that, she
arose quickly and came to Him. *° Now Jesus had not yet come into the town, but was in the place
where Martha met Him.

Step away from the tomb

John 11:31-32 3! Then the Jews who were with her in the house, and comforting her, when they saw
that Mary rose up quickly and went out, followed her, saying, “She is going to the tomb to weep
there.”3? Then, when Mary came where Jesus was, and saw Him, she fell down at His feet, saying to
Him, “Lord, if You had been here, my brother would not have died.”

Compassion unlocks miracles

John 11:33-37 33 Therefore, when Jesus saw her weeping, and the Jews who came with her
weeping, He groaned in the spirit and was troubled. ** And He said, “Where have you laid him?”

They said to Him, “Lord, come and see.”*® Jesus wept. 3¢ Then the Jews said, “See how He loved
him!” 37 And some of them said, “Could not this Man, who opened the eyes of the blind, also have
kept this man from dying?

He is not afraid of the stench

John 11:38-40 28 Then Jesus, again groaning in Himself, came to the tomb. It was a cave, and
a stone lay against it. 3 Jesus said “Take away the stone. “Martha, the sister of him who was dead,
said to Him, “Lord, by this time there is a stench, for he has been dead four days.”# Jesus said to
her, “Did | not say to you that if you would believe you would see the glory of God?”

Take away the stones

John 11:41-42 %* Then they took away the stone from the place where the dead man was lying. And
Jesus lifted up His eyes and said, “Father, | thank You that You have heard Me. *?> And | know that
You always hear Me, but because of the people who are standing by | said this, that they may
believe that You sent Me.”

Divine partnership

John 11:43-44 “3 Now when He had said these things, He cried with a loud voice, “Lazarus, come
forth!” 4 And he who had died came out bound hand and foot with grave clothes, and his face was
wrapped with a cloth. Jesus said to them, “Loose him, and let him go.”
