Even
so you also outwardly appear righteous to men, but inside you

are full of hypocrisy and lawlessness.

Yoke of Law

Acts 15: 10 -11

10  "Now therefore why do you put God to the test by placing
upon the neck of the disciples a yoke which neither our
fathers nor we have been able to bear? 11 "But we believe
that we are saved through the grace of the Lord Jesus, in

the same way as they also are.”

Law is good

So then, the law is holy, and the commandment is holy, righteous

and good.

Yoke of Law

Mat 23: 1-5

"Then Jesus spoke to the multitudes and to His disciples, saying:
"The scribes and the Pharisees sit in Moses' seat. Therefore
whatever they tell you to observe, that observe and do, but
do not do according to their works; for they say, and do not
do. For they bind heavy burdens, hard to bear, and lay them
on men's shoulders; but they themselves will not move them
with one of their fingers. But all their works they do to be

seen by men."

Where is the law (lips)

Mark 7: 5-7

He answered and said to them, "Well did Isaiah prophesy of you
hypocrites, as it is written: 'This people honors Me with their
lips, But their heart is far m Me. And in vain they worship

Me, Teaching as doctrines the commandments of men.'




Lips = Pretense

Jer 3: 10-13

In spite of all this, her unfaithful sister Judah did not return to me
with all her heart, but only in pretense,” declares the LORD.
11 The LORD said to me, "Faithless Israel is more righteous
than unfaithful Judah. 12 Go, proclaim this message toward the

north: Return, faithless Israel,’ declares the LORD, 'l will
frown on you no longer, for | am merciful,’ declares the

LORD, ‘I will not be angry forever.

Where is the law (heart)

Path to heart = Power of Grace
2 Cor 12: 9

themselves most effective in [your] weakness. Therefore, | will

(yes, may pitch a tent over and dwell) upon me!
