What is meant by the kingdom of God?

The presence of God’s kingdom in this age refers to the
reign of Christ in the hearts and lives of believers, and
to the reigning presence of Christ in his body, the
church-so that they increasingly reflect his love, obey
his laws, honour him, do good for all people and
proclaim the good news of the kingdom.
