2 Do not be
conformed to this world, but be transformed
by the renewal of your mind, that by testing
you may discern what is the will of God, what
is good and acceptable and perfect.



2 Tim 2:20 -21
Now in a great house there are not only
vessels of gold and silver but also of wood
and clay, some for honorable use, some for
dishonorable. 21 Therefore, if anyone
cleanses himself from what is dishonorable,
he will be a vessel for honorable use, set
apart as holy, useful to the master of the
house, ready for every good work.



Gal 5:22
But he fruit of the Spirit is love, joy, peace,
patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
23 gentleness, self-control; against such
things there is no law. 24 And those who
belong to Christ Jesus have crucified the flesh
with its passions and desires. 25 If we live by
the Spirit, let us also keep in step with the
Spirit. 26 Let us not become conceited,
provoking one another, envying one another.



Rom 8:29
For those whom He foreknew [and loved and
chose beforehand], He also predestined to be
conformed to the image of His Son [and
ultimately share in His complete
sanctification], so that He would be the
firstborn [the most beloved and honored]
among many believers.
