Galatians 5:17-23 (HCSB) 
17 For the flesh desires what is against the Spirit, and the Spirit 
desires what is against the flesh; these are opposed to each other, 
so that you don’t do what you want.  18 But if you are led by the 
Spirit, you are not under the law. 
19 Now the works of the flesh are obvious: sexual immorality, 
moral impurity, promiscuity, 20 idolatry, sorcery, hatreds, strife, 
jealousy, outbursts of anger, selfish ambitions, dissensions, 
factions, 21 envy, drunkenness, carousing, and anything similar. I 
tell you about these things in advance—as I told you before—that 
those who practice such things will not inherit the kingdom of 
God.

1 Corinthians 12:7 A demonstration of the Spirit is given 
to each person to produce what is beneficial: 8 to one is 
given a message of wisdom 
through the Spirit, to another, a message of knowledge 
by the same Spirit, 9 to another, faith by the same Spirit, 
to another, gifts of healing by the one Spirit, 10 to 
another, the performing of miracles, to another, 
prophecy, to another, distinguishing between spirits, to 
another, different kinds of languages, to another, 
interpretation of languages.
