v" The King James Version says “Fear not” or “Be
not afraid” 103 times, but not 365 times




Opposite of FEAR:

Matthew 14 25 Around three in the morning, He came
toward them walking on the sea. 26 When the disciples
saw Him walking on the sea, they were terrified. “It’s a
ghost!” they said, and cried out in fear. 27 Immediately
Jesus spoke to them. “Have courage! It is I. Don’t be
afraid.”
