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2.1 Definition: WISDOM

set of facts / circumstances

Wisdom is God’s perspective, God’s insight,
God’s will

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3. ESSENTIALS OF WISDOM:

Fear of the Lord:

The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom,
and knowledge of the Holy One is understanding.
Proverbs 9:10
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Psalm 111:10

The fear of the Lord is the beginning of wisdom: a
good understanding have all they that do his
commandments: his praise endureth for ever.

(AMP) 10 The [reverent] fear of the Lord is the
beginning (the prerequisite, the absolute essential, the
alphabet) of wisdom; A good understanding and a
teachable heart are possessed by all those who do the
will of the Lord; His praise endures forever.
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Hebrews 12:28-29 is a good description of this:
“Therefore, since we are receiving a kingdom that
cannot be shaken, let us be thankful, and so worship
God acceptably with reverence and awe, for our ‘God
is @ consuming fire.”

The fear of God is respecting Him, obeying Him,
submitting to His discipline, and worshipping Him in
awe.

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3.2 JESUS:

1 Corinthians 1:25 For the foolishness of God is
wiser than men, and the weakness of God is
stronger than men. 26 For consider your calling,
brothers: not many of you were wise according to
worldly standards, not many were powerful, not
many were of noble birth. 27 But God chose what
is foolish in the world to shame the wise; God
chose what is weak in the world to shame the
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28 God chose what is low and despised in the
world, even things that are not, to bring to nothing
things that are, 29 so that no human being might
boast in the presence of God. 30 And because of
him you are in Christ Jesus, who became to us
wisdom from God, righteousness and sanctification
and redemption, 31 so that, as it is written, "Let
the one who boasts, boast in the Lord."
