3.2 Humility 
 
Philippians 2:1-4 New International Version (NIV) 
 
2 Therefore if you have any encouragement from being 
united with Christ, if any comfort from his love, if any 
common sharing in the Spirit, if any tenderness and 
compassion, 2 then make my joy complete by being like-
minded, having the same love, being one in spirit and of 
one mind. 3 Do nothing out of selfish ambition or vain 
conceit. Rather, in humility value others above 
yourselves, 4 not looking to your own interests but each of 
you to the interests of the others. 

 
 
 
 



3.2.1 What does it mean to walk in humility 
with each other? ( Example: Chris) 
 
• It means that Chris’s needs, interests and desires is more 

important to me than my own needs and desires.  
 

• When I hang out with Chris I make it my main focus to 
talk and think about what is important to Chris.  
 

• When Chris and I pray together my main focus is to pray 
for the things that is important to Chris.  
 

• Obviously we are going to talk about my needs and what 
is important in my life as well, but when I walk in humility 
I place his interest above my own. 



I believe humility is a key for us to experience 
Gods favor in our relationships. 
 

• God says in Ps 133 – Behold, how good and how pleasant it is, For 
brethren to dwell together in unity. 
 

• The Word brethren means – Fellowman, countryman or companion. 
 

• Example – 2 weeks ago I was at a seminar of company that 
specializes in commercial property in the UK. And while I was 
listening to the presentation I felt God said to me you will be able to 
help this guy to build his business in Africa with your skill set. 
 

• I went to introduce myself to him afterwards and explained what I 
am currently doing and how I believe I can help him with my 
connections and skills to grow his business in SA and Africa. 
 
 



 
• I focused on how I could help him to solve his current 

problems and grow his business. 
 
• After the conversation he said he will be very interested 

to meet with me and we met later that week.  
 
• In our meeting I could really sense the favour and grace 

of God.

Proverbs 11:14-15 Amplified Bible (AMP) 
Where there is no [wise, intelligent] guidance, the people fall [and go 
off course like a ship without a helm], But in the abundance of [wise 
and godly] counselors there is victory. 
 
• Pat Summit was a very successful woman’s basketball coach she said 

– “Responsibility equals accountability equals ownership. And a 
sense of ownership is the most powerful weapon a team or 
organization can have.” 
 

• Jesus said in Matt 16: 25 – For whosoever will save his life shall lose 
it, and whosoever will lose his life for My sake shall find it. 
 

• If you want to experience the Zoe Life of God in your relationships 
with people you are going to have to be willing to take ownership of 
those relationships and also be accountable to the people you have 
a relationship with.
