Matthew 7:24-27 (HCSB) The Two Foundations 

“Therefore, everyone who hears these words of Mine and 

acts on them will be like a sensible man who built his 

house on the rock. 25 The rain fell, the rivers rose, and the 

winds blew and pounded that house. Yet it didn’t collapse, 

because its foundation was on the rock. 26 But everyone 

who hears these words of Mine and doesn’t act on them 

will be like a foolish man who built his house on the sand. 27 

The rain fell, the rivers rose, the winds blew and pounded 

that house, and it collapsed. And its collapse was great!”

Matthew 5 (ESV)  

Seeing the crowds, he went up on the mountain, and 

when he sat down, his disciples came to him. 

The Beatitudes 

2 And he opened his mouth and taught them, saying: 

3 “Blessed are the poor in spirit, for theirs is the kingdom 

of heaven. 4 “Blessed are those who mourn, for they shall 

be comforted. 5 “Blessed are the meek, for they shall 

inherit the earth.  



6 “Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for 

righteousness, for they shall be satisfied. 7 “Blessed are 

the merciful, for they shall receive mercy. 8 “Blessed are 

the pure in heart, for they shall see God. 9 “Blessed are 

the peacemakers, for they shall be called sons of God. 10 

“Blessed are those who are persecuted for righteousness' 

sake, for theirs is the kingdom of heaven. 11 “Blessed are 

you when others revile you and persecute you and utter 

all kinds of evil against you falsely on my account.  



 

 

12 Rejoice and be glad, for your reward is great in 

heaven, for so they persecuted the prophets who were 

before you. 

  



2.1 “Beatitudes”: 

 

The word is from the Latin beatus, meaning 

“blessed,” and each of the Beatitudes begins 

with the word blessed.

a. Definition: 

 

Makarios  Greek 

mak-ar'-ee-os 

A prolonged form of the poetical μάκαρ makar 

(meaning the same); supremely blest; by extension 

fortunate, well off: - blessed, happy (X -ier). 



b. Jesus said: 

Luke 11:27-28 (HCSB) True Blessedness 

As He was saying these things, a woman from the 

crowd raised her voice and said to Him, “The womb 

that bore You and the one who nursed You are 

blessed!”28 He said, “Even more, those who hear the 

word of God and keep it are blessed!”

c. What a #blessedlife is not:  

 

False Teachers and True Contentment 

1 Timothy 6:…5 meddling, of men whose minds 

have been corrupted and deprived of the truth, 

supposing that gain is godliness. Withdraw from 

such. 6 But godliness with contentment is great 

gain. 7 For we brought nothing into the world, 

and it is clear that we can carry nothing out….

2.2.2  The Kingdom: 
Romans 12:2 (ESV) 

Do not be conformed to this world, but be 

transformed by the renewal of your mind, that by 

testing you may discern what is the will of God 

[kingdom], what is good and acceptable and perfect. 

 

Matthew 6:10   

Your kingdom come, Your will be done, on earth as it is 

in Heaven.
