2.1.2 Matthew 5:5: 
 

“Blessed are the meek, for they shall 
inherit the earth.” 

 
Psalm 37:11 (ESV) But the meek shall inherit the land 

and delight themselves in abundant peace. 



Greek word translated “meek” is praeis and refers to 

mildness, gentleness of spirit, or humility.  

Meekness is humility toward God and toward others.  

 

It is having the right or the power to do something 

but refraining for the benefit of someone else.  

 

“The person who bears and suffers evils with 

meekness and silence, is the sum of a Christian man."

2.1.3  Contradictory concepts:

Be self-assured and overly confident [self-righteous] 

Be powerful, entitled and impose your rights.
