him from above the mercy seat that was on the ark of the 

testimony, from between the two cherubim, so He spoke to 

him.

2. Luke 3:22 …and the Holy Spirit descended upon Him in 

bodily form like a dove, and a voice came out of heaven, "You 

are My beloved Son, in You I am well-pleased.



3. Matthew 9… 24 He told them. “The girl is not dead, but 

asleep.” And they laughed at Him. 

4. John 11: …42 I knew that You always hear Me, but I say 

this for the benefit of the people standing here, so they may 

believe that You sent Me.” 43After Jesus had said this, He 

called out in a loud voice, “Lazarus, come out!”

5. John 21:6 He told them,“Cast the net on the right side of 

the boat, and you will find some.”So they cast it there, and 

they were unable to haul it in because of the great number of 

fish… Etc.
