1. KNOCK, SEEK, ASK: Matthew 7:7-12 

1.1 Scripture:  

Do you seek, knock and ask?
Persistent in seeking?
Life figured out?

For Life – Survival – To Flourish



Matthew 7:7-12  (HCSB) l “Keep asking, and it will be given to you. 

Keep searching, and you will find. Keep knocking, and the door will be 

opened to you. 8 For everyone who asks receives, and the one who 

searches finds, and to the one who knocks, the door[e] will be opened. 

9 What man among you, if his son asks him for bread, will give him a 

stone? 10 Or if he asks for a fish, will give him a snake? 11 If you then, 

who are evil, know how to give good gifts to your children, how much 

more will your Father in heaven give good things to those who ask 

Him! 12 Therefore, whatever you want others to do for you, do also 

the same for them—this is the Law and the Prophets.



1.2 Breaking it down:  
1. Faith and a persistent hunger

Hebrews 11:6 NLT And it is impossible to please God without faith. 

Anyone who wants to come to him must believe that God exists 

and that he rewards those who sincerely seek him. 

NKJV But without faith it is impossible to please Him, for he who 

comes to God must believe that He is, and that He is a rewarder of 

those who diligently seek Him.

2. A Battle

3And when you do ask, you do not 

receive, because you ask with wrong motives, that you may 

squander it on your pleasures. 4 You adulteresses! Do you not 

know that friendship with the world is hostility toward God? 

Therefore, whoever chooses to be a friend of the world renders 

himself an enemy of God…

4. Character of God

2.1 Scripture:

15 “Beware of false prophets who come to you in sheep’s clothing 

but inwardly are ravaging wolves.

2. False Prophets:
