Galatians 6:7-9 
Don’t be deceived: God is not mocked. For whatever a man 
sows he will also reap, 8 because the one who sows to his 
flesh will reap corruption from the flesh, but the one who 
sows to the Spirit will reap eternal life from the Spirit. 9 So 
we must not get tired of doing good, for we will reap at the 
proper time if we don’t give up.

Old testament promise: 

God promised Abraham 

Genesis 12:2-3 
“I will make you a great nation; I will bless you and make 
your name great; and you shall be a blessing. I will bless 
those who bless you, and I will curse him who curses you; 
and in you all the families of the earth shall be blessed”



Who and what is the ultimate Seed? 

Galatians 3:16
Now to Abraham and his Seed were the promises made. He 
does not say, "And to seeds," as of many, but as of one, 
"And to your Seed, "who is Christ.



Galatians 3:29
And if you are Christ's, then you are Abraham's seed, 
and heirs according to the promise.

Romans 8:17 [AMP] And if [we are His] children, [then we 
are His] heirs also: heirs of God and fellow heirs with Christ 
[sharing His spiritual blessing and inheritance], if indeed we 
share in His suffering so that we may also share in His glory.



John 3:16 “For God loved the world in this way: He gave 
His One and Only Son, so that everyone who believes in 
Him will not perish but have eternal life.”



2. Sow means Let Go: 

Jesus shows us how: 

John 12:23 Jesus replied to them, “The hour has come for 
the Son of Man to be glorified. 24 “I assure you: Unless a 
grain of wheat falls to the ground and dies, it remains by 
itself. But if it dies, it produces a large crop. 25 The one 
who loves his life will lose it, and the one who hates his life 
in this world will keep it for eternal life. 26 If anyone serves 
Me, he must follow Me. Where I am, there My servant also 
will be. If anyone serves Me, the Father will honor him. 



27 “Now My soul is troubled. What should I say—Father, 
save Me from this hour? But that is why I came to this 
hour. 28 Father, glorify Your name!” Then a voice came 
from heaven: “I have glorified it, and I will glorify it again!”



2.1 John 12 l Jesus: 

Moment for the Son of man to be glorified… 

1. Unless a seed falls [in] to the ground l LET GO 
2. Dies

..But if it dies, it produces a large crop l WE ARE THE CROP 



Hebrews 12:1 Therefore, since we are surrounded by so 
great a cloud of witnesses, let us also lay aside every 
weight, and sin which clings so closely, and let us run with 
endurance the race that is set before us, 2 looking to Jesus, 
the founder and perfecter of our faith, who for the joy that 
was set before him endured the cross, despising the 
shame, and is seated at the right hand of the throne of 
God.
