1.2 The Word: CONNECTION

Adam and Eve walked in the original design with God

Genesis 3:8 Then the man and his wife heard the sound of the LORD 
God walking in the garden at the time of the evening breeze, and 
they hid themselves from the LORD God among the trees of the 
garden. 9 So the LORD God called out to the man and said to him, 
“Where are you?”10 And he said, “I heard You in the garden and I 
was afraid because I was naked, so I hid.”

Connected before the fall -> Connection broken -> Old covenant

unto the Father.

Sin takes us out of reach of His heart, 
grace and COVERING…
>> Beyond the “coverage” of Jesus, there is 
no more constant connection, no more of 
His fruit or downloads. 

Romans 6:23 "For the wages of sin is death, 
but the gift of God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord."

Isaiah 59:1-2 Indeed, the Lord’s hand is not too short to save, and 
His ear is not too deaf to hear. 2 But your iniquities have built 
barriers between you and your God, and your sins have made Him 
hide His face from you so that He does not listen.

1. Identity 
“This is My son in whom I’m well pleased.” 
Galatians 4:7 So you are no longer a slave but a son, and if a son, 
then an heir through God.

2. Calling and Purpose
Constant connection: 
Romans 8:14 All those led by God’s Spirit are God’s sons.
John 5: 19 Jesus gave them this answer: “Very truly I tell you, the 
Son can do nothing by himself; he can do only what he sees his 
Father doing, because whatever the Father does the Son also does.
