• Present, Person, Awareness
• He is Father
• Our Father
• There is another father 
John 8:41 You are doing the works of your own father. We are not 
illegitimate children,” they protested. “The only Father we have is 
God himself.” 42 Jesus said to them, “If God were your Father, you 
would love me, for I have come here from God. I have not come on 
my own; God sent me. 43 Why is my language not clear to you? 
Because you are unable to hear what I say. 44 You belong to your 
father, the devil, and you want to carry…



out your father’s desires. He was a murderer from the beginning, 
not holding to the truth, for there is no truth in him. When he lies, 
he speaks his native language, for he is a liar and the father of lies.

…Provision:

“Give us this day our daily bread.” 

John 6:27 Do not work for food that spoils, but for food that 
endures to eternal life, which the Son of Man will give you.
John 6:35 Jesus said to them, "I am the bread of life; whoever 
comes to me shall not hunger, and whoever believes in me shall 
never thirst.
John 4:31  Meanwhile the disciples were urging him, saying, "Rabbi, 
eat." 32  But he said to them, "I have food to eat that you do not 
know about." 33  So the disciples said to one another, "Has anyone 
brought him something to eat?" 34  Jesus said to them, "My food 
is to do the will of him who sent me and to accomplish his work.

Clarity: 
James 1:13 Let no one say when he is tempted, “I am tempted by 
God”; for God cannot be tempted by evil, nor does He Himself 
tempt anyone.
1 Corinthians 10:13 No temptation has overtaken you except what 
is common to mankind. And God is faithful; he will not let you be 
tempted beyond what you can bear. But when you are tempted, 
he will also provide a way out so that you can endure it.
