




1. Old Testament: Jesus 

Leviticus 17:11 For the life of the flesh is in the blood, and I have given 
it for you on the altar to make atonement for your souls, for it is the 
blood that makes atonement by the life. 

kâphar A primitive root; to cover (specifically with bitumen); figuratively 

to expiate or condone, to placate or cancel: - appease, make (an) 
atonement, cleanse, disannul, forgive, be merciful, pacify, pardon, to 
pitch, purge (away), put off, (make) reconcile (-liation).



Passover picture: 

Exodus 12:7 Then they are to take some of the blood and put it on the 
sides and tops of the doorframes of the houses where they eat the 
lambs. 8 That same night they are to eat the meat roasted over the fire, 
along with bitter herbs, and bread made without yeast… 12 “On that 
same night I will pass through Egypt and strike down every firstborn of 
both people and animals, and I will bring judgment on all the gods of 
Egypt. I am the LORD. 13 The blood will be a sign for you on the houses 
where you are, and when I see the blood, I will pass over you. No 
destructive plague will touch you when I strike Egypt.

- WE NEED TO APPLY THE BLOOD to RECEIVE ITS FULL POWER 



2. New Testament: Jesus 

John 1:29 The next day John saw Jesus coming toward him and said, 
“Look, the Lamb of God, who takes away the sin of the world!

John 6:53 So Jesus said to them, “Truly, truly, I say to you, unless you 
eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you have no life in 
you. 54 Whoever feeds on my flesh and drinks my blood has eternal 
life, and I will raise him up on the last day. 55 For my flesh is true food, 
and my blood is true drink. 56 Whoever feeds on my flesh and drinks 
my blood abides in me, and I in him. 57 As the living Father sent me, 
and I live because of the Father, so whoever feeds on me, he also will 
live because of me.



3. The Effect of the Powerful Blood of Christ:
Let’s have faith: 

1. Forgiveness – Hebrews 9:22 “Without shedding of blood there is 
no forgiveness”

2. Cleansing – Hebrews 9:14  …how much more will the blood of 
Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself without 
blemish to God, purify our conscience from dead works to serve 
the living God. 

3. Redemption – Ephesians 1:7 “In him we have redemption 
through his blood, the forgiveness of sings, in accordance with 

the riches of God’s grace”



4. Justification – 2 Cor. 5:21 “For He made Him who knew no sin to 
be sin for us, that we might become the righteousness of God in 
Him” 

5. Sanctification – Hebrews 13:12 “So Jesus also suffered outside 
the gate in order to sanctify the people through his own blood.”

6. Peace - Col. 1:20 “It was through what his Son did that God 
cleared a path for everything to come to him—all things in 
heaven and on earth—for Christ’s death on the cross has made 
peace with God for all by his blood”



7. Access to the throne, God’s presence -
Hebrews 10:19 Therefore, brothers and sisters, since we have 
confidence to enter the Most Holy Place by the blood of Jesus

8. Overcoming the devil -
Revelation 12:11 “They overcame him by the blood of the 
Lamb..”



3. Apply the Powerful Blood of Christ:

From the Old Testament and into the New, we need to apply and 
receive the Blood →

Testify about the blood! Power of our tongue, words and confessions!

1 John 1:7 But if we walk in the light, as he is in the light, we have 
fellowship with one another, and the blood of Jesus, his Son, purifies us 
from all sin.



How? 

4. Take Communion -

1 Corinthians 11: 23 For I received from the Lord what I also passed on 
to you: On the night when He was betrayed, the Lord Jesus took bread, 
24 gave thanks, broke it, and said, “This is My body, which is for you. Do 
this in remembrance of Me.” 25 In the same way, after supper He also 
took the cup and said, “This cup is the new covenant established by My 
blood. Do this, as often as you drink it, in remembrance of Me.” 26 For 
as often as you eat this bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the 
Lord’s death until He comes.
