What vision is not? 
1. Jeremiah 23:16 This is what the LORD Almighty says: “Do not 
listen to what the prophets are prophesying to you; they fill you with 
false hopes. They speak visions from their own minds, not from the 
mouth of the LORD.”

Who we are -
As Shofar we are prophetic…
Definition: Prophecy l prophéteia: 

GREEK Prophecy is the gift of communicating and 
enforcing revealed truth, the revealed truth of God 
[vision] - a prediction of what will happen in the future. 
Foretelling or Forth-telling 
pró, "before" and phēmí, "make clear, assert as a 
priority" properly, what is clarified beforehand; 
prophecy which involves divinely-empowered 
forthtelling (asserting the mind of God) or foretelling 
(prediction).



Shofar, is the Hebrew word for the ceremonial ram’s horn. In Biblical 
times, the shofar had several uses (all of which are significant to who 
we are). It was used to announce the advent of times and seasons. It 
was a pitcher for the oil used for anointing and inducting kings and 
priests. It also signalled a summons to war. The shofar is a metaphor 
for prophetic urgency, authority and mobilisation.
