Romans 10:16 (ESV)
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The purpose of hearing the Word of God is to 
accept it by faith:

- We receive the gift of salvation

- We are saved from God’s judgement of sin and 
its consequences

- We then follow God into greater adventures of 
faith
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And without faith it is impossible to please 
him, for whoever would draw near to 

God must believe that he exists and that 
he rewards those who seek him.

Hebrews 11:6 (ESV)
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8 For by grace you have been 
saved through faith. And this is not your 

own doing; it is the gift of God, 9 not a 
result of works, so that no one may boast.

Ephesians 2:8-9 (ESV)
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For by the grace given to me I say to 
everyone among you not to think of 

himself more highly than he ought to think, 
but to think with sober judgment, each 

according to the measure of faith that God 
has assigned.
