John 4:24 (NKJV)
24 God is Spirit, and those who worship Him must worship in Spirit and truth..



To serve God’s purpose in your life, you must endeavor to commune with Him 

in the Spirit.



Revelation 1:10-11 (NKJV)
10 I was in the Spirit on the Lord’s Day, and I heard behind me a loud voice, as of a trumpet, 11 saying, “I 
am the Alpha and the Omega, the First and the Last,” and, “What you see, write in a book and 
send it to the seven churches which are in Asia: to Ephesus, to Smyrna, to Pergamos, to Thyatira, to 
Sardis, to Philadelphia, and to Laodicea.”



Revelation 4:1-2 (NKJV)

After these things I looked, and behold, a door standing open in heaven. And the first voice which I 
heard was like a trumpet speaking with me, saying, “Come up here, and I will show you things which 
must take place after this.”
2 Immediately I was in the Spirit; and behold, a throne set in heaven, and One sat on the throne.



It is difficult for the ‘natural man’ to commune/connect with a spiritual God. There is need 
that our natural selves are translated into spiritual (Spirit man). 

But how?



Acts 2:1-4 (NKJV)

When the Day of Pentecost had fully come, they were all with one accord in one place. 2 And suddenly 
there came a sound from heaven, as of a rushing mighty wind, and it filled the whole house where they 
were sitting. 3 Then there appeared to them divided tongues, as of fire, and one sat upon each of 
them. 4 And they were all filled with the Holy Spirit and began to speak with other tongues, as the Spirit 
gave them utterance.



The natural man can only  be transformed by the infilling of the Holy Ghost. 

The Spirit man can hear/see/get revelation from a “Spirit God”



1 Samuel 10:5-6 (NKJV)
5 After that you shall come to the hill of God where the Philistine garrison is. And it will happen, when 
you have come there to the city, that you will meet a group of prophets coming down from the high 
place with a stringed instrument, a tambourine, a flute, and a harp before them; and they will be 
prophesying. 6 Then the Spirit of the LORD will come upon you, and you will prophesy with them and be 
turned into another man.



Mathew 3:16-17 (NKJV)
16 When He had been baptized, Jesus came up immediately from the water; and behold, the heavens 
were opened to Him, and He saw the Spirit of God descending like a dove and alighting upon 
Him. 17 And suddenly a voice came from heaven, saying, “This is My beloved Son, in whom I am well 
pleased.”



Acts 4:31-33 (NKJV)
31 And when they had prayed, the place where they were assembled together was shaken; and they 
were all filled with the Holy Spirit, and they spoke the word of God with boldness. 32 Now the multitude 
of those who believed were of one heart and one soul; neither did anyone say that any of the things he 
possessed was his own, but they had all things in common. 33 And with great power the apostles 
gave witness to the resurrection of the Lord Jesus. And great grace was upon them all. 



Acts 13:1-3 (NKJV)

Now in the church that was at Antioch there were certain prophets and teachers: Barnabas, Simeon 
who was called Niger, Lucius of Cyrene, Manaen who had been brought up with Herod the tetrarch, 
and Saul. 2 As they ministered to the Lord and fasted, the Holy Spirit said, “Now separate to Me 
Barnabas and Saul for the work to which I have called them.” 3 Then, having fasted and prayed, and laid 
hands on them, they sent them away.



Acts 10:19-20 (NKJV)

19 While Peter thought about the vision, the Spirit said to him, “Behold, three men are seeking 
you. 20 Arise therefore, go down and go with them, doubting nothing; for I have sent them.”



Acts 8:26-29 (NKJV)

26 Now an angel of the Lord spoke to Philip, saying, “Arise and go toward the south along the road 
which goes down from Jerusalem to Gaza.” This is desert. 27 So he arose and went. And behold, a man 
of Ethiopia, a eunuch of great authority under Candace the queen of the Ethiopians, who had charge of 
all her treasury, and had come to Jerusalem to worship, was returning. And sitting in his chariot, he was 
reading Isaiah the prophet. 29 Then the Spirit said to Philip, “Go near and overtake this chariot.”



The Holy Spirit comes to empower us to serve the purpose of God in our lives. 

Biblical examples Empowerment areas

Saul the first King of Israel To become king over God’s people

Jesus Christ To reach out to Jews with the gospel

John the apostle To become an apostle, reach to nations, receive the 
revelation of what to time in the latter days.

Peter the apostle To become an apostle, reach to nations, pastor the church. 

Paul the apostle To become an apostle, reach to nations (Jews and the 
gentiles).

All the apostles and early church To reach nations with gospel and establish the church.
