This can fill us with dread, and there are
many who find relief in clinging to a belief
for which they are ready to sacrifice their
lives. Curiously, it may be fear of mortality
that has led so many believers to-embrace
death..

While human beings are willing to kill
others for the sake of belief, they are
ready to die for the same reason. No other
species shows any sign of killing or dying
for the sake of a mere idea. Some will say
that's because other species can't
formulate ideas or beliefs, but | think the
answer lies elsewhere. The ability to form
complex beliefs about the world has given
us humans great power - at least over
material things. But these more highly
developed intellectual capacities also give
us a clearer awareness of the fact that we
are going to die.

For the sake of a mere idea

‘I am trying here to prevent anyone
saying the really foolish thing that
people often say about Him: I’'m ready
to accept Jesus as a great moral
teacher, but | don’t accept his claim to
be God. That is the one thing we must
not say. A man who was merely a man
and said the sort of things Jesus said
would not be a great moral teacher. He
would either be a lunatic — on the
level with the man who says he is a
poached egg — or else he would be the
Devil of Hell. You must make your
choice.

Now it seems to me obvious that He
was neither a lunatic nor a fiend: and
consequently, however strange or
terrifying or unlikely it may seem, |
have to accept the view that He was
and is God."
